Accommaodation

Girls can either stay with parents in their
privately arranged accommodation but are
strongly encouraged to join the rest of the
team and stay in group accommodation.

Transport

The team leaves early in the morning at
approximately 6:30am to ensure a full day on-
snow with travel daily up and down the
mountain using the ski-tube.

Cost

The cost of the excursion comprises of an entry
fee of $55 per event along with a $30
registration fee. All girls must enter at least one
event — plus transport to the snow,
accommodation, lift and tube pass (if required
and incidentals. For example, girls who already
hold a lift and ski tube season pass would not
have to pay for these.

The cost of five days depends on individual
circumstances and will be finalised and
communicated to parents well in advance
of the competition.
